Foreward

I must start the EAORA Week 2009 introduction by thanking Michael Wallis & all the
team at Wallis the Florist for supporting the week & making it possible. Due to the
current financial climate, loosing AB Plant Ltd as title sponsor was quite a blow to the
Association. Michael has been a huge supporter of EAORA for many, many years & we are
indebted to him for his generosity & tireless support.

EAORA RACE Week 2009 is panning out fo be a very special week, commencing with a
night race to Ijmuiden & the fleet then travelling East with a stop-over in Amsterdam as
one of the "social” highlights of the week (or so I've been told!). The Cannon Ball this year
looks like we will have a Dutch fleet to race against & then its flexi-course racing in the
Markermeer whilst visiting quaint & picturesque Dutch ports along the way. I do believe
that our race weeks in Holland are one of the best value holidays to have & with all the
usual mix of racing and partying, EAORA Week 2009 will definitely be one not to miss.

Friday 19™ June & Saturday 20™ June - RORC/EAORA/RHYC - Harwich
to Ijmuiden race

This is the only Offshore race and must be completed to be able to win the week overall. T
appreciate the distance in getting boats from the Ramsgate/Medway area, but the racing
in Northern Holland is worth the extra miles and our start from Harwich instead of
Burnham reduces the race distance to 126 miles. Hopefully we should all be in Seaport
Marina in time for a liquid lunch & a catch-up on sleep.

Sunday 21°" June - Lay Day

To give a little time for recovery we have elected Sunday as a lay day. After the RORC
prizegiving on Saturday night you have the choice of proceeding to either Sixhaven Marina
in Amsterdam (2-3 hours motoring) or to the Royal Netherlands Yacht & Rowing Club
(KNZ&RV) at Muiden. Berths have been reserved at Muiden but you will need to make your
own arrangements at Sixhaven marina. This is a busy marina so allow enough time to get
out for racing the next day.

Monday 22" June - MYC/EAORA Cannon Ball Trophy Muiden

For those of you who have not done EAORA Week before a little history lesson!
June 1667 - The Dutch & English at war.

In June 1667 the daring Dutch Admiral, De Ruyter destroyed the cream of the English
fleet in the Medway.

De Ruyter had been instructed to carry the war into the enemy’s camp - and he did just
that. The English observed his approach along the Kent coast and panic ensued. A feeble
attempt to stretch a chain across the Medway entrance was quickly thwarted by the
Dutch Admiral. At Upnor Castle, the defenders fled from the firepower of the Dutch
fleet. Over the course of three days, the Dutch fleet sank or burned the Charles V, Royal
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James, Royal Oake, Matthias, Loyal London and the 100 gun Royal Charles. To this day the
Royal Arms from the stern quarters of the Royal Charles are displayed in the Ryke
Museum.

A member of the Medway Yacht Club, which adjoins Upnor Castle, discovered in the
castle grounds a cannon ball that had been fired by the Dutch.

Now the Dutch and English fleets can compete (more peacefully) for this historic and
valuable cannon ball trophy.

This race is the MYC sponsored "Cannon Ball Trophy” and we in the process of organising a
team race against the Royal Netherlands Yacht Club for the Trophy. As this is part of the
week's racing, all EAORA boats will take part with the points scored by the first three
boats from each country counting fowards the result.

It is hoped that both Commodores, KNZ&RV and MYC, will present the trophy at 22.30
after a Buffet dinner at the Club.

Tuesday 23™ June - Muiden to Enkhuizen

Two flexi-style courses (approx. 15 miles each) will be raced to finish outside the entrance
to Enkhuizen. We have been invited to visit the KNZ&RV private harbour at Buyshaven
right in the middle of this beautiful historic town, which boasts superb bars and
restaurants. Chairman's drinks party & prizegiving on Heartbeat3, this year's theme in
keeping with our sponsor” Wear a flower"”

Wednesday 24™ June - Enkhuizen to Hoorn

Again we will have two flexi-style races (approx 20 miles each) ending at Hoorn, possibly
the best fown in Holland. We will moor alongside the old quay where you will find a number
of bars and restaurants to your left and more further into the fown.

Prize giving will be at the Offshore One informal quayside party.

Thursday 25™ June - Hoorn to Muiden
The week's Prizegiving Dinner is booked back at the KNZ&RV so to allow for an early
arrival, there will be one flexi race back to Muiden.

Offshore 2 drinks party to kick start the evening's festivities.

Friday 26™ June - Home

We have planned the week so that competitors have an extra day to head home or to start
their holidays in the Netherlands.

As ever, the aim is to provide all participants with as enjoyable a week as possible.
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3.0 RACE INSTRUCTIONS

3.01 General

All races to be sailed in accordance with EAORA Sailing Instructions Part 1 as amended
by this Race Information Section and the Part 2 Sailing Instructions for each race.
Part 2 Sailing Instructions for each of the races are contained in Appendix 1 of this
handbook.

3.02 Committee Vessel & Race Team

The principal Committee Vessel (TBC.)
The Assistant Committee Vessel will be "KISMET"” and we are also extremely grateful
for the support from Perry Wilson of the Crouch Yacht Club.

Committee Vessels will fly an EAORA flag at all times along with an orange flag at the
start and a blue flag when on station at the finish.

3.03 Communications

Committee Vessels will be listening on Channel 72 with the following call signs:

Main Committee Vessel Offshore One
Assistant Committee Vessel Offshore Two

The race officers and EAORA Committee members can be contacted by mobile phone in
an emergency, please see the list in the annual EAORA Handbook 2009

The Principal committee vessel will broadcast a daily bulletin giving details of the day's
event every morning at approximately one hour prior to the start of each race.

The courses will be broadcast on VHF (Channel 72). The receiving of or request for
such race course information by VHF is not grounds for protest under Rule 41 - outside
help.

Owing to the problems in carrying firearms, the Committee Vessels will use a hooter
rather than a gun to make sound signals whilst in Holland. Competitors should take care
and be aware of the visual signals.
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3.04 Safety

e All entrants must comply with the EAORA safety requirements as specified in the
EAORA Sailing Instructions Part 1.

e Inaddition, boats taking part in the Harwich to Ijmuiden race must comply with the
RORC safety requirements. Skippers/Owners must make sure that their crews are
familiar with these additional requirements. Details are given in the RORC 2009
Handbook.

3.05 Briefings and Alterations

e Notices, including any amendments to the Sailing Instructions, will be posted on a
board at the Principal Committee Vessel. These will be numbered and made in
accordance with EAORA Sailing Instructions Part I paragraph 3.

e Owners/Representatives are reminded that it is their responsibility to acquaint
themselves with any changes of course or other arrangements that may become
necessary through the week.

3.06 Declarations and Reporting

e Declarations are only required for the RORC/EAORA/RHYC qualifying race (Harwich
to Ijmuiden). The RORC Declarations should be delivered to the RORC representative
as soon as possible after the race.

e Yachts are requested to identify themselves to the Committee Vessel and receive an
acknowledgement before the start of each race, not necessarily via VHF72.

e For all races, yachts retiring should notify the Committee Vessel as soon as possible.

e Inaddition, retirements during Friday's/Saturday's race should be notified to the
RORC in accordance with the RORC instructions.

e Inthe event of a Committee Vessel not being on station at the finish of any race,
competitors should time their finish and report to the Principal Committee Vessel at
the earliest opportunity with the time and the timepiece used.

3.07 Results

The results will be given at the evening prize-giving event and copies distributed to
competing yachts. Further copies can be obtained from the Principal Committee Vessel.

3.08 Protests

e Inthe event of protest, evidence will be heard by a Protest Committee drawn from the
EAORA Committee and/or from other members of EAORA Clubs not personally
involved.

3.09 Waypoints

e Waypoint lists are available in the Sailing Instructions Part 3 included within this
handbook.

3.10 Charts
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In addition to the usual North Sea Charts covering the Southern North Sea, owners
should carry Hydrografische Kaart 1810 (2009 version) covering Ijsselmeer,
Markermeer and Noordzeekanaal, available from leading chart suppliers.

3.11 Shortened Courses

e The Race Officer may at his entire discretion shorten any course at a mark of that
course. In this event the Committee Vessel (or other vessel despatched by the Race
Officer) shall fly an International Code Flag "S", make two sound signals and position
herself adjacent to the appropriate mark. The finish line shall be formed by the line
between the main mast of the Committee Vessel and the shortened course mark.
Yachts should round the mark in accordance with the course instructions, passing
between the mark and the Committee Vessel.

.12 Handicaps

EAORA points will only be awarded to yachts with a current IRC endorsed rating
certificate for the Harwich to Ijmuiden and the Short Week.

.13 Points System

Points for the Week will be awarded in accordance with the EAORA Scoring System
Refer to EAORA Sailing Instructions Part 1 paragraph 17

e Week's Overall points Saturday's to Thursday's races will count with one
discard allowed. The off-shore race cannot be
discarded.

e Short Week points Monday's to Thursday's races will count with one
discard.

3.14 Crew Limitation

e Competitors are reminded that this is a week of good fun racing and shall be expected
to treat it as such.
e Accordingly, whilst the EAORA Crew limit shall apply, the Committee expects the
following guidelines to be observed: -
e Yacht crews shall be expected to sleep on board unless there are genuinely
insufficient berths in which case surplus crews may sleep elsewhere.
e The full kit of each crewmember shall be carried on board during racing and not
ferried by car/mother ship from port to port.
e The number of crew carried shall remain reasonably constant from race to race
rather than numbers varied to suit the conditions.
e Rule 2 (Fair Sailing) and rule 69 (Misconduct). The Committee and Race Officer
draw the Competitors’ attention to these rules and will apply them if the spirit
of East Anglian Week is jeopardised either afloat or ashore.

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4.0 PORT AND SOCIAL INFORMATION

4.01 Harbour Dues

We have negotiated a discounted block booking for ports entered for those doing the
entire week and the Race Team will organise these payments. This runs from Saturday
evening (Ijmuiden) to Thursday night at Muiden with the exception of Sunday night.
Yachts must make their own arrangements and pay accordingly at any marina on Sunday.
Boats doing only part of the week or staying beyond Thursday night should make their
own arrangements with the Harbour Authorities. Every Netherlands port will levy a
Tourist Tax that we have to pay. This year this will be 15 euros per person and will be
collected at either Ijmuiden or Muiden.

4 .02 Insurance

Many standard insurance policies for U.K. & Continental Waters Brest to Elbe do
not cover yachts once they enter Continental Inland Waterways. Competitors must
inform their insurers of their intention to take part in the week.

4.03 Legal Requirements

Under the current regulations it should not be necessary for yachts to clear customs.
However yachts carrying duty free goods and staying longer than the Week are
advised to Contact Dutch Customs.

All craft must carry a copy of the waterway regulations, Binnenvaart Politiereglement
(BPR), as given in the current ANWB publication A/manak voor Watertoerisme, vol 1
(written in Dutch). You may find the RYA version easier to understand.

All craft must carry Netherlands Schengen forms fully completed for their vessel.
These should be completed in triplicate and copies must be kept on board and there is a
possibility of an on board spot check. Forms are available from the RYA travelling
abroad web site.

You must carry the original copies of your Yacht Registration Document and VAT
Status, Insurance documents (see above), Ship Radio licence and Maritime radio
operator’s licence and a Certificate of Competence.

If your yacht's VHF is of a digital type and has a MMSI number you must comply with
the Rainwat requirements and apply for and install an ATIS (Automatic Transmitter
Identification System) code. This is available from OFCOM
(licensingcentre@ofcom.org.uk )- they will require your Name, Address, Vessel Name,
Call Sigh and MMST No.) and you must give authority for this information o be given to
the Belgian Institute for Postal Services and Telecommunications (BIPT). They
administer the scheme for the whole of Europe.

Red Diesel - You must carry all invoices for red diesel that you have purchased in the
UK and this diesel must be in your yachts fuel tanks. You must not carry red diesel in
cans, you will risk being prosecuted for importing it.

Blackwater, with effect from 1/1/2009 it is a requirement in the Inland Waterways
not to discharge black water. You must have a holding tank or alternative means of
storing the black water. However the Royal Netherlands Yachting & Rowing Club at
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Muiden has advised us that this does not apply to Race Yachts. Race Yachts are classed
as those with a current IRC certificate.

4.04 Emergency Services
e Those amongst us who have used distress/rescue services in the past will be pleased
to know that Holland has an excellent coastguard and lifeboat service.
e Call Netherlands Coast Guard on VHF CH 16.
e Emergency Services in Holland - Telephone - 112

4.05 Port Information

Information regarding the inland waterways in Holland is contained in either the "North
Sea Passage Pilot" or "Cruising Guide to the Netherlands” both are Imray publications.
These include Harbour Master telephone numbers, bridge and lock opening times, fuel,
vitals, craneage eftc.

Check this daily especially when making a passage under a bridge, through a lock or
along a canal during rush hour, Otherwise you might be late for a party.

STARTING LINE: The starting area and starting line will be advised by the Committee Boat
"Offshore One" on VHF 72.

Yachts should start in the direction instructed by the Committee Vessel,
passing between the mainmast of the Committee Vessel and the allocated
starting buoy. The Committee Vessel may set an inner limit mark in which
case this must be similarly observed as part of the said Committee Vessel.

COURSE: Flexi course - will be broadcast by the Committee Boat on VHF 72 when
on station. The Committee Boat may use letter codes for buoys. A list of
these will be found in Appendix 3 of this hand book.

FINISHING LINE: A line between a mark of the course and the mainmast of one of the
Committee Boats. The line must be crossed in a line from the last mark of

ITMUIDEN

After finishing you can use the outer harbour to take down sails etc.
make sure however your keep clear of the commercial shipping channel
and any other racing yachts. Pass through the second set of entrance
piers and you will see the buoyed entrance to Seaport Marina (VHF 74)
on the starboard side.

Berth as directed by the Harbourmaster.

Dutch Admirals Yacht Club - We will attempt to get the bar open early
for any early finishers - please check with the race officer. The race
office will be located in the Marina Office Building. RORC prizegiving
will be here on Saturday 20™ June evening.

NORTH SEA CANAL

After exiting the Seaport Marina furn to starboard and proceed to the
Kliene Sluis (southernmost lock - VHF 22). Once through the lock keep
as far to starboard as possible in the canal - speed limit is 9 knots -
monitor VHF 03 up to 10km mark then VHF68 to Amsterdam. WATCH
OUT for the fast ferries.

SIXHAVEN MARINA

After 2 hours motoring at 6 knots you will be in the centre of
Amsterdam. On you right you will see the Grand Central Station, on
your left the large "Shell” building. The entrance to Sixhaven is hidden
but is just around the headland on the left.

It is not possible to reserve berths and space cannot be guaranteed - it
can be very busy. You may have to raft up - be aware of this as you will
need to leave reasonably early to get to the race on Monday. There is
shore power, water, showers, launderette and a club bar. Be aware
there could be some subway construction still underway causing noise
and dust. Berthing as directed by the Harbourmaster. Next to the
Marina is the free chain ferry which runs every 6 minutes and takes 4
minutes. You will need to be exiting the Sixhaven marina at 08.00 am
(Local time) at the latest to ensure plenty of time to get fo the start
line for the Cannon Ball Trophy race.
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MUIDEN

Port Entry After Sixhaven continue along the canal and pass through the
Oranjesluizen lock. After about 2 nm you will enter the Markermeer -
CAUTION - IT GETS SHALLOW - follow the buoy channel. Some
further motoring and you will see Muiden on your right via a buoyed
channel. At the entrance you will see a Fort on the right and a Castle on
the left. The Royal Netherlands Yacht & Rowing Club (KNZ&RV) is on
the right. If arriving on Monday morning listen on VHF72 for race
information.

Muiden has full yacht support services including fuel and water. The
Clubhouse has excellent showers, toilets and bar. The town is a short
walk, 10 minutes, for bars, restaurants, supermarket and many small
shops, banks and ATM.

Berthing Berth as directed by the Harbourmaster.

ENKHUIZEN

Port Entry Follow the buoy channel to the Krabbersgat Naviduct (VHF22) to enter
the Ijsselmeer follow the buoys again round o the Buyshaven marina
which is owned by the Royal Netherlands Yacht & Rowing Club
(KNZ&RV).

Enkhuizen again caters for the yachtsman but the main facilities are in
the Compagnieshaven marina. Buyshaven has the usual showers/+toilets
but no bar so it is a 10 minute walk into the town - plenty of shops,
restaurants and bars.

Berthing Berth as directed by the Harbourmaster.

HOORN

Port Entry Sail straight ahead into the old harbour, avoiding the marinas, and once
through the entrance you will see on the port side the old quay,
Binnenhaven, The cruising guide gives 3.1m depth against the walls.

Berthing Berth alongside the old harbour walls at the direction of the
Harbourmaster.
